Action Item 19 is
S200K in supplemental and concentration-based funding).

b. PAC requested that District LCAP account for the base funding we receive from the
State. The District’s current LCAP is essentially a plan for spending supplemental and
concentration-based funds, which only makes up a very small portion (approximately
10%) of the District’s annual budget. (Result: District LCAP continues to present a plan
of actions for approximately 10% of District budget).
