Outcome: 6% of teachers are misassigned (Due to
COVID-19 causing a shortage of teachers, we have 6% of
our teachers who are working for RSD as teacher while
finishing their teaching credential)
Reviewed Actions: Monthly site inspections, Maintain annual
maintenance account, Counselors, On-site preparation day,
Pre-expulsion and expulsion rehabilitation services, Capturing
Kids Hearts, Foster Youth Enrollment, Foster Youth
Transportation, Students with Disabilities — CAASPP, Student



with Disabilities — Full Inclusion site visit, Restorative Practices
and American Indian Quarterly Collaboration Calls.
